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Reconnect Partnership

     As parishioners are likely aware, Reconnect is a program through the YMCA and Downtown Moncton Corporation, that works with individuals who are homeless or at risk of becoming homeless. Since their beginning, ReConnect has had a close relationship with the downtown Moncton churches in assisting those in need with services and resources to help them. Services have included referrals to Social Development for Income Assistance, Mental Health, Food Banks, applications for Medicare Card replacement, purchase of work boots; to name a few.

     In recent months, ReConnect has been gathering the downtown churches together to develop plans around consistency and use of resources to assist those in need. In ongoing meetings, churches are supportive of referring requests from individuals facing homelessness coming to the church rectories, to ReConnect. In that way, an assessment can be done and ReConnect will contact the churches if our support is required. Any funds provided for assistance are managed directly through ReConnect and receipts are provided to the churches.

     One situation that is confusing  for us as people of faith, is around the fair and just approach to ‘panhandlers’ requests for money outside the churches.  Both the Codiac Police and ReConnect have confirmed that panhandling is illegal in the City of Moncton.  PARISHIONERS SHOULD NOT FEEL OBLIGATED IN ANY WAY TO GIVE TO PANHANDLERS.  IN FACT, GIVING TO PANHANDLERS ONLY ENCOURAGES THEM TO CONTINUE THIS ILLEGAL ACTION.  Our Parish has offered to pay them for small tasks such as snow shoveling and sweeping and they are not interested.  If you wish to support the needs of the homeless, you may want to consider a donation to the ReConnect Program.  ReConnect has a program called ‘Partners for Change’, where they have placed collection boxes in local businesses and change collected is used to provide for basic food and shelter needs of those who go to the ReConnect office (150 Queen St.). We will soon be receiving an updated schedule with locations of where Sunday meals are served as well as the location and times for the Mobile One bus serving an evening meal of soup/sandwiches and beverage. 

     Choices about when and how to ‘give’ are a personal matter. Safety of the community is to be considered as well. A last resort is to have to call law enforcement because aggressive behavior has created a dangerous situation.  Social Justice is a ministry that shares the same language among denominations, so our ongoing efforts together to improve the lives of others calls us to meet together regularly to find solutions.
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
