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BUILDING COMMITTEE NEWS
The Building Committee is pleased to provide the following construction update:
St. Bernard’s Church project to install an elevator and provide barrier free washrooms has been delayed due to complications associated with renovating an older heritage building.  For example, in addition to a new panel for the electrical needs of the planned construction, we must also enlarge the electrical room to meet building code requirements.  During the design work for the barrier free washrooms, it was determined that we need a new water line.  Our architectural firm, Boyd Algee Architect Ltd., has committed to deliver the final design work by May 31st.  We will then invite local contractors to bid on the tender and expect to engage a General Contractor by the end of June.
The following is an overview of the “blocks” of work that will be undertaken:
● Installation of the elevator

● Installation of barrier free washrooms

● the removal of rectory garage

● widening of the Botsford driveway

● removal of the chimney

We expect the majority of construction activities to happen in the summer when many church activities have slowed down.  We will do all that we can to minimize disruptions and solicit your support and patience through this important phase of construction.
