Many of you have noticed as you have exited the church via the stairs to the parking lot, that the Msgr. Savage Room has had a much needed ‘face lift’.  You would also have noticed that directly behind that room, through an adjoining door, there is a new meeting space where an old garage was previously located.  This room will be called the Father McDevitt Room in memory of Fr. Tony McDevitt who was pastor at St. Bernard’s from 1956 to 1973 when the previous major alteration in the appearance of the building took place to align with the vision and teachings of Vatican II.  He shepherded us through that time of great excitement and turmoil, reminding us that God would guide us forward.  When Fr. Tony returned to offer his service to the parish again in the few years before his passing, he joked that he was much more mellow now that he didn’t have the pressures of running the parish.  He loved sharing in the liturgies and joining the Circle of Friends for a cup of tea on Thursday mornings, entertaining us with stories of years gone by in this lovely old church and reminding us that it has a definite place in the lives of generations to come.
