KARING KITCHEN

What do Christmas Cards and Meals have in Common?

As the name implies, activities at the Karing Kitchen involve more than serving meals.  Warmth of body and soul, contact with others, an opportunity to use washroom facilities and a warm meal are all important to human need.  Once again this year, the Karing Kitchen is having their “Let’s Do Lunch” card campaign as a means for raising funds to support their ministry.  As we approach the festive season, we can send a card to someone with a note saying that we have remembered them in a special way by making a donation to the Karing Kitchen.  As little as a toonie can prepare a meal.  Cards are available at the entrances of the church or at the Parish Office.  
When does the Mass end?

Imagine this scenario:  You have invited neighbors to a meal.  They arrive at the time you suggested, and you all seem to enjoy your meal and your time together.  As you are removing the dessert plates to the kitchen, your guests grab their coats and leave via the front door, without a word of thanks or a goodbye.   WHAT???  You are left wondering what could possibly precipitate this behavior.

While it would be unlikely that the above would ever happen in anyone’s home, a similar occurrence does take place week after week in our parish communities.  People leave at various times following communion: before the procession at the end of Mass even begins, or before the dismissal, or even before the Prayer after Communion or the silent time proceeding that prayer, while others actually leave on the way back from Communion!!!

So, when does Mass end?  The answer is somewhat easy:  when we are dismissed (Go…), and after we respond: “Thanks be to God”.  We remain until the procession has reached the entrance of the church, or passed by our pew, at which time we might join in the procession.
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There are times, when due to work schedules or other unforeseen circumstances, people must make an early exit.  You may also on occasion see parishioners going to the entrance or going downstairs after communion to prepare a time of hospitality for us, or to be ready to hand us our bulletins as we leave.  However, leaving to beat the rush, or because you’ve already been in the building an hour does not exactly qualify as a valid reason.  So, please stay and let us together express our gratitude (Thanks be to God), and perhaps have an opportunity to speak to our Presider or other parishioners as we exit.

In reflecting upon Restorative Justice, one is able to:

• Look back and celebrate those who have laid the groundwork and championed the development of restorative justice in Canada and throughout the world.

• Look at the present and recognize those who are working in the field of restorative justice and share best practices/knowledge; and
• Look at the future in support of those who continue to build and advance the role of restorative justice in its application in the Canadian criminal justice, as well as other Canadian social systems.
THE SEASON OF ADVENT

Advent has a twofold nature: it prepares us for Christmas, when we recall Christ’s first coming among us, and it is also time when we look forward to his second coming at the end of the ages.  Advent is a season of joyful expectation.  During Advent, each Sunday’s gospel has a specific focus. Sacrament of Reconciliation

Reconciliation, the forgiveness of sins has been an essential aspect of the teachings of the Lord Jesus, and of the Church’s mission from the outset.  Over the centuries, the way Christians approached the sacrament has changed.  The early Church dealt harshly with sinners; forgiveness and reconciliation were public signs.  Then, for many centuries penitents would encounter a priest, make their confession of sins, receive a penance and be absolved in this one encounter.

We continue to offer time for individuals to celebrate the sacrament prior to Liturgy on Saturday afternoons, or any other time upon request at the office.

This year for our preparation for Christmas, we will offer ONE communal celebration for our Parish Unit, similar to what we have had in the past, for families, adults and children.  Since absolution cannot be given communally, priests will be available to meet penitents individually.
This will take place on Sunday afternoon, Dec. 12th at 2:00 p.m. at St. Bernard’s.
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The Advent season is the beginning of a new year in our liturgical church life.  Advent still remains a time of preparation, however, the focus is on a joyous preparation.  The same color of the four candles signify the unity of the season.  We do not break it up with one week being more joyous than another.  All weeks lead us to this great celebration.   The color white  connects us to the white of the Easter Candle (Paschal Candle or Christ Candle).  No matter what we celebrate throughout the liturgical year, it is always a part of the Paschal Mystery, the Life, Death, and Resurrection of Christ.  We are an Easter people even during this season.

The Advent season should be an accounting of how we have lived our lives over the past year.  Have we become better disciples?  Has there been a change in our hearts?  If not what needs to change?  Has our faith life deepened?  How?  What steps have we taken to work on our relationship with God, with Jesus, with our Church community?

What are some of the acts of kindness or generosity that we could do that could start in Advent, but continue on throughout the year.  Could we adopt a senior and keep in contact with them throughout the year, by phone calls, cooking a meal, offering to drive them.  What about our care givers who have loved ones they are taking care of.  Could we not offer to spend some time and allow them to go out for a few hours to rejuvenate them.?  What about offering some time for the special care homes?  Do you play an instrument?  Could you go and offer once a month to entertain?  What about members of our community who live with cancer.  So often these people feel they are bothering other people.  They need help getting groceries, having a meal cooked or other special errands.  What about making other justice connections.

Advent is meant to be the beginning of a new heart for justice.  How will you change this Advent season for the long term?
