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BUILDING COMMITTEE NEWS
The construction work is continuing in preparation for the arrival and installation of the elevator.  Here is an overview of some of the activity which has been happening over the past couple of weeks:
● the safety hoarding walls around the construction area on the main Church floor were installed prior to Christmas
● the original wood moldings and stained glass window were removed from the main floor construction area and salvaged for reuse
● the basement washroom piping was installed in the existing concrete floor and new slab was cast
● excavation for the elevator foundation inside the Church has been completed and the concrete foundation has been installed.
● the main Church floor opening for the elevator shaft has begun and the elevator concrete block shaft will be installed afterward 
Ron Cormier and his committee have been working very hard to deliver a high quality project; while carefully managing the budget.  Just recently, they were able to use a pre-made fiberglass tank as the elevator sump pit and avoid having to pour concrete and excavate under the existing stone masonry exterior wall of the church.  This will result in savings of several thousands of dollars.  As always, your patience during the on-going construction is appreciated.
