Did you know…Ash Wednesday is a day of fasting & of abstinence from meat.
Christian fasting obtains its full meaning when we deprive ourselves of food in order to be more open for prayer, to share more in the suffering of those who are starving & to save money to give to the poor.  

The law of abstinence from meat binds those who are 14 & older; the law of fasting binds those from 18 to 59 years of age.  Parents and educators are reminded of their duty to introduce children gradually to the understanding and practice of penance.
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From the Office of Faith Development                The Rite of Election, the second step in Christian initiation, will take place on the first Sunday in Lent, Mar. 13th at 3 pm at Our Lady of the Assumption Cathedral. This rite both closes the period of formation of the catechumens, and marks the beginning of the period of final more intense preparation for the sacraments of initiation.  The Church makes  an  election  based 
on the testimony of godparents and catechists and the reaffirmation of the catechumens’ intention to take part in the sacraments of initiation, to admit those catechumens at the next major celebration in the sacraments of initiation.  Since these will be celebrated during the Easter Vigil, the Rite of Election takes place on the first Sunday of Lent and the period of final preparation of the elect will take place during Lent.  This year we have 3 catechumens from parishes in the archdiocese 
celebrating the Rite of Election.  On behalf of the Archdiocese of Moncton and Archbishop André Richard, the Moncton Archdiocesan Forum of Christian Initiation invites the parishioners of the diocese, with special invitation to youth preparing for Confirmation and youth in year level 6 in catechism.
Did you know that, in New Brunswick, 18,517 individuals were assisted by a food bank in March 2010, an increase of 18% over two years.  Of these individuals 34% were children.

Can We Put Some Food in the Reconnect

Pantry?
The Reconnect Street Intervention Program provides short and long term assistance through outreach to youth and adults who are homeless or at risk of being homeless, in an effort to increase their knowledge about available resources. The Reconnect Program comes under the umbrella of the YMCA, but is supported through many community partners, including the church communities. Monthly meetings take place between the Reconnect team and local churches to see what needs the team have responded to in the previous month, statistics about numbers served, and type of help requested. The team is very aware of accessible resources in the community to assist clients in times of emergency with a hope to move on with a more sustainable life for the future. Like the soup kitchens, the tragedy is that those needing this service have increased over the years.
Since Reconnect began, St. Bernard's has been a supporter in a variety of ways.
  
Reconnect keeps a small pantry to provide some food items for those on the street. As we all know it has been a harsh winter, so their pantry has been getting empty. The parish will be recognizing Reconnect on the weekend of March 19-20 by sending the items gathered in the food bins to the Reconnect 'pantry'. Non perishables appropriate for someone living on the street include canned tuna or meat, beans, granola bars, drinking boxes, canned milk, etc.
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
