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BUILDING COMMITTEE NEWS
Work is progressing at a good rate getting everything in place for the installation of the elevator as well as the new washrooms. The Maintenance and Construction Committee is pleased to share the following update with you:
● The work continues to be focused on the new exterior foyer. Under the weather tarps, the new outside stonework is 98% complete and looks great.
● The tarps should be removed in a few of weeks, as soon as the new doors and relocated stained glass window is installed.
● The roof structure is installed with the metal flashings and roofing work ongoing.
● The new elevator is expected to be on site the second week of April with installation & testing taking approx. 3 - 4 weeks.
● The walls for the new washrooms in the basement are now constructed along with the plumbing.
● The required electrical work to provide power feeds for the elevator and washrooms is 90% complete with the new main distribution panel and load panels installed
● The final installation of interior walls around the elevator will be completed as soon as the elevator components are installed. 
● The new finishes and woodwork will also be completed once the elevator car and door frames are installed near the end of April.
● The estimated completion of construction has been established as the end of May, 2011.

THE REVISED ROMAN MISSAL

Weekly Updates

The Roman Catholic Church has authorized a revised English translation of the Roman Missal – the spoken texts of the Mass.  The Canadian Conference of Catholic Bishops (CCCB) has just received recognitio for all sections of the English translation of the Roman Missal for use in Canada.  The implementation is set for the 1st Sunday of Advent, November 27th of this year.  Throughout the next several months, a series of bulletin information will be used to provide background information about the Roman Missal to help prepare all Catholics for these changes when they occur.
What is the Roman Missal?

The Roman Missal is the ritual test for the celebration of Mass in the Roman Catholic Church.  It is written in Latin under the title of Missale Romanum.  The test is then translated into the vernacular (native language of the people of a particular country) for use in local churches.  The use of a common book ensures that we are all in unity with the Roman Catholic Church throughout the world.

Through this unity, we can come to know Christ more clearly through our prayer of the Mass.  Through our active participation of listening, singing, and responding to the prayers with sincerity, we prepare ourselves more readily to answer the question posed by Christ to his disciples, “Who do you say that I am?”
