Making Life Meaningful Through Death
The first of three sessions with Sr. Eileen McQuaid, a member of the Congregation of Notre Dame, and chaplain with the palliative care and family medicine units at the Moncton City Hospital begins this Tuesday, November 15th.  Sr. Eileen will talk about how we must continue to make life meaningful even when we struggle with the various losses in our lives. Session 1: What is Grief? What are the normal reactions and emotions which surface when we encounter loss and how do we control them?  What is myth and what is reality?  Session 2 (November 22nd): Four Tasks of Grieving Sometimes we become obsessive about our remembrances of the person who has died, and can canonize them or demonize them - neither is helpful.  Session 3 (November 29th): The Spiritual Lessons of Loss The spirituality of grief can lead to healing.  All sessions will include education, experience and ritual around loss.  Sessions take place at Holy Family Church Hall from 7:00 p.m. to 8:30 p.m. Pre-registration is required - contact Ellen Bennett at ellen.diocesemoncton@nb.aibn.com or 857-9531, ext. 227.
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November - Family Violence Prevention Month
Family violence is one of the most serious social problems facing society today. It is widespread in New Brunswick and throughout the rest of Canada, affecting 51% of Canadian women over the age of 16. Family violence includes the abuse of children, youth, older persons, spouses or partners and the disabled. It can take a variety of forms including physical assault, sexual, emotional, spiritual and financial abuse.  What can you do to help a victim?

 1.  Believe the victim's story.  Safety is the first priority.

2. Assure you will keep the information in confidence, unless a life is at risk.

3. Listen to and pray with the victim.

4. Reassure the victim that the abuse is not their fault. 

5. Help the victim find needed resources. 

6. If a child's well being is a risk, you are required by law to inform Child Welfare (Emergency Social Services).

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Restorative Justice Week  November 13-20, 2011
Mending the Social Fabric:
People of faith and restorative justice
 Restorative justice is a non-adversarial approach to justice that emphasizes healing in victims, meaningful accountability of offenders, and the involvement of citi​zens in creating healthier, safer communities. As much as possible, restorative justice involves the victim, the offender, and the community in a process that attempts to address the harm that results from crime.   
Crime is a violation of people and relationships. Restorative justice works to repair this damage and promote healing and growth. It helps us to resolve conflicts in our society in more peaceful and collaborative ways.

 Restorative justice differs from the mainstream criminal justice you hear about every day in many ways. It moves the focus on crime away from the impersonal (breaking the law), to the personal (harm caused to individuals and communities). It is about healing that harm. Ultimately, restorative justice is about peace​making: restoring harmony to people’s lives and relationships while bringing them into balance with one another and with the Divine.   Over the years, faith communities have been particularly engaged in restor​ative justice. Religious leaders from a majority of faith traditions have spoken about the need for approaches to justice that promote healing and reconciliation. They have repeatedly indicated that these principles for justice can be found in the very fabric of their respective traditions and teachings. Restorative justice involves an inner shift from a mindset of punishment to one of healing.
