On October 11th, 2012, we will celebrate the 50th anniversary of the opening of the Second Vatican Council.  To commemorate this extraordinary event, Pope Benedict XVI has named Oct.11, 2012 - Nov. 24, 2013 the Year of Faith - a time for all Roman Catholics to reconnect with their faith by rediscovering and renewing their relationship with Christ and his Church.  The English Deanery of the Archdiocese of Moncton is pleased to offer events to mark this Year of Faith. Brochures are available in your parishes to outline what these events are and when they will be offered.  Information will also be appearing regularly in your bulletins, and so:
