They advise that by sharing your 'pocket change' with the soup kitchens and outreach groups in the downtown area more can be done to serve the needs of the many. So how do you answer individuals who challenge you on the street for money? You can say,' I have given money to ....(Whatever agency you choose to support) for the daily meals they offer.'  Is that the response panhandlers want to hear, no. The sad reality is that the money they make doing this is for their  other living expenses, not always, but sometimes for substance abuse issues.  Churches have also been reminded to report situations where congregation members have felt unsafe or threatened.
