Theology on Tap – The next Theology on Tap session for young adults in their 20s and 30s will be held on Tues., Nov. 27th, 7 PM at the Old Triangle Irish Alehouse (751 Main Street). The guest speaker for this session will be Dr. Andrew Wilson, professor of Religious Studies at Mount Allison University, and the name of his talk will be “Who do you say that I am?”: Superman’s secret identity as a ‘type’ of Jesus. Each participant will be responsible for their own food and beverage. Please register with Trevor.
A Church of Justice – addressing the pain of the poor, sick and suffering.  We are called to leave a preferential option of the poor; not just for those who live in poverty, but toward all who are marginalized.  Given that in this Year of Faith we are celebrating the 50th anniversary of the Second Vatican Council, and that the Council called us to engage with the world, we are gathering on three secular dates to remind us of what we are called to as people of faith.  The first of these sessions takes place on Mon., Dec. 10th, Human Rights Day.  Bernard Richard, former NB Ombudsman and Child and Youth Advocate, will share the reality of suffering, sharing many experiences he has encountered and how the world relates to those who live in suffering.  Gladys LeBlanc, diocesan coordinator of Social Justice, will share what the Church teaches about our response to those who live with suffering.  This evening presentation will run from 7- 9 PM and take place at Holy Family Church Hall.  Pre-registration is necessary and may be done by contacting Ellen. 
Mary: Mother of God, Daughter of Eve – Mary is our model of faith, one who always points us to Christ.  What does Scripture say about Mary?  And what doesn’t it say?  Do we see her as a witness?  How can Mary be a model of peace and serenity and at the same time a rallying point for political subversion and social change?  As we celebrate the Year of Faith, come and join Dr. Andrew Wilson and Dr. Fiona Black for a day long look at this primary person of faith.  Dr. Wilson and Dr. Black are associate professors with the Department of Religious Studies at Mount Allison University.  They have been frequent presenters for the Office of Faith Development.  Session takes place at Holy Family Church Hall from 9:30 - 3:30 on Fri., Dec. 14th.  Lunch will be provided for a nominal fee.  Pre-registration is necessary by Wed., Dec. 12 by contacting Ellen.

Season of Advent
Advent has a twofold nature:  It prepares us for Christmas, when we recall Christ's first coming among us,  and it is also a time when we look forward to his second coming at the end of the ages.  Advent is a season of joyful expectation.  During Advent, each Sunday's Gospel reading has a specific focus.  The Old Testament readings, especially those taken from Isaiah, are prophecies about the Messiah and messianic times.  The selections from the writings of the Apostles present exhortations and instructions on different themes of this season.

Facts About People Living in Poverty
Myth 5: People living in poverty waste their money on expensive things that we can't afford or they blow it on booze and bingo.
Reality:  People living in poverty are no more likely to buy expensive things, abuse alcohol, go to bingo or the casino than other citizens.  Some people do make poor purchasing choices, but those poor choices are not due to their income.  No study has ever shown that the poor are more likely to spend their money on beer or other consumer goods than anyone else.  People living in poverty live in poor housing, have more health problems, and don't eat as well as other people.  Some are so desperate they have to beg for food.

Christians are called in baptism to be people of prayer, to pray always, praising God and pleading for the world.  Our priest-moderator, Fr. Carroll, encourages us at the beginning of Advent to be more cognizant of prayer during the Advent season.  Why not try gathering with the faith community for Evening Prayer?  It only takes up a half hour of your time.  We follow the format for Evening Prayer that is offered in our Catholic Book of Worship.
