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BUILDING COMMITTEE 2012 YEAR END REPORT

Over the last year, the Building Committee has remained committed to a "pay as we go"  approach for all renovation and construction projects.  This approach ensures that the Parish does not incur any debt as we make improvements to our church.   The Construction and Maintenance Committee had worked very hard to get the best value for each dollar that was spent in projects

As of last December, the funds you so generously donated to our capital campaign had been depleted which meant that a number of projects that were underway at that time came to a standstill and were left partially completed.

By spring, through you continued generosity and commitment to St. Bernard's parish, the building fund had been replenished with funds that allowed us to resume work.  At that time, an inspection of the Rectory building uncovered extensive structural deterioration of the building; as well as, potential health hazards to occupants from water damage, mould and fumes.   This inspection resulted in an immediate need to relocate the office staff out of the rectory and to have the tenants move out of the second and third floor spaces.  As part of the relocation of the parish offices to the church building during the summer, a new meeting room was created in the former basement stage area.  This urgent, unplanned and unbudgeted work was completed using funds that were available within the building fund at that time. 

We are now in a position to resume work on the partially completed projects including the new barrier-free washroom next to the family room, the railing on the new barrier free ramp in the basement hall leading to the kitchen and the refinishing of a small room in the bell tower area as a vestment room. 

With your continued support, the Construction and Maintenance Committee will undertake the following projects in 2013:
- replacing the flooring in the church main foyer
- installing electric heaters in the choir loft stairwell
- replacing the deteriorated roofing on the lower south side of the church
- replace obsolete heating control system

- installing a new fire-rated door to the furnace room
- refinishing the basement foyer between the main hall and the new offices
- insulating the ceiling of the sacristy
- repairing the asphalt parking lot and repainting the lines
As we work as a parish to ensure that the integrity of our church structure remains strong for future generations, your continued support and contributions to the Building Fund Capital Campaign are greatly needed and sincerely appreciated.  To contribute to the capital campaign, you may contact the parish office or place your contributions in an envelope in with the regular collection of offerings.
