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YMCA program in need of donations to help homeless in Greater Moncton
(Moncton, N.B., May 15, 2013) – The YMCA of Greater Moncton’s Reconnect Street Intervention Program is in serious need of donations to help the homeless in the area.

“In the past month or so, we’ve seen a significant increase in the number of homeless individuals accessing our services, from about 250 in March to over 400 in April,” said Gillian Johnson, Director of the local Y’s Reconnect Program. “We don’t have sufficient funds to assist clients with even the most basic needs. We would appreciate any and all support, both in terms of financial donations and donations of articles such as non-perishable food items, grocery store vouchers and hygiene products.” (EDITORS NOTE: SEE END OF RELEASE FOR LIST OF RECONNECT’S MOST-NEEDED ITEMS.) 

Cash donations are most vital since Reconnect uses the funds to help clients in key areas, such as to get official identification or pay damage deposits for rental accommodation, says Johnson.

“The biggest hurdle is getting the identification; a homeless person can’t access most government services without one,” she says. “You need a birth certificate ($25 in New Brunswick) prior to accessing other necessary forms of ID, such as a government-issued photo ID ($50 in NB). It sounds simple but it’s a major barrier for individuals that are homeless or living in poverty.” 

Some homeless individuals are resorting to panhandling – seeking funds from strangers on the street – as a means of getting by, says Johnson.

“We would encourage area residents to give to programs like Reconnect so that we can ensure donations are put to appropriate use,” she says. “You might feel you’re doing the right thing giving to the person on the street directly but that’s not always the case. We focus on establishing relationships with homeless clients and helping them access necessary resources to get them off the street.”

Since 2001, the Y’s Reconnect Program has provided short-term and long-term assistance to youth and adults who are homeless or at-risk of being homeless, all in an effort to increase their knowledge of available resources, such as food, clothing, shelter, education, employment and counselling, and to provide support in accessing those resources. 

“Spring and summer are our busiest times, the times when homeless individuals are travelling,” says Johnson. “They come from all over, Toronto, Montreal, Ontario, as far as from out west.”

Drop-in services are available at the Reconnect office, 575 Main St., on Monday to Thursday from 12:30 to 3:30 p.m. Outreach workers also do regular walkabouts of the downtown core, speaking with individuals in need of assistance and connecting them with community partners and necessary resources.
