What is the right thing to do?
The downtown area has noticed an increase in the number of panhandlers asking for money. Reports have been followed up due to the aggressive actions of some. Is it the just and charitable thing to give money to these individuals? The choice is always yours. To assist you, here is something to think about......the agencies working with the downtown churches to support the homeless do not recommend we do this. They advise that by sharing your 'pocket change' with the soup kitchens and outreach groups in the downtown area, more can be done to serve the needs of the many. So how do you answer individuals who challenge you on the street for money? You can say,' I have given money to........ (Whatever agency you choose to support) for the daily meals they offer.'

Is that the response panhandlers want to hear?  No. The sad reality is that the money they make doing this is for their other living expenses, not always, but sometimes for substance abuse issues.

Churches have also been reminded to report situations where congregation members have felt unsafe or threatened.

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RCIA...The initials, as most of us know by now, stand for “Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults (and Children).”  Some parishioners think this is something new but, in fact, the roots of RCIA extend far back into the early centuries of Christianity.  By the end of the 2nd century, Jesus Christ’s followers were bringing new members into their community (i.e. initiating them) through a single celebration of Baptism, Confirmation and Eucharist.  For these early Christians, the journey to this celebration was long and cautious because of the persecution of Christians.  One would risk becoming a Christian only after careful reflection.  Vatican II revived this practice of initiation, which continues today as the Rite.  The word “initiation” itself means beginning to do something – for us it means beginning to truly live our lives as Jesus lived his.

The RCIA team at St. Bernard’s exists to welcome individuals who are wondering about the Roman Catholic Church and to help them in their search for spiritual guidance and a sense of church community.  We also welcome those Catholics who haven’t yet completed their preparation for Confirmation and Eucharist and wish to do so.  Whether inquirer, candidate or catechumen, the team provides the elements for preparation including prayer, reflection on the Sunday liturgy of the Word, education about our faith and mutual support during the ups and downs of our individual journeys of faith.
