Reconciliation, the forgiveness of sins has been an essential aspect of the teachings of the Lord Jesus, and of the Church’s mission from the outset.  Over the centuries, the way Christians approached the sacrament has changed.  The early Church dealt harshly with sinners; forgiveness and reconciliation were public signs.  Then, for many centuries penitents would encounter a priest, make their confession of sins, receive a penance and be absolved in this one encounter.  We continue to offer time for individuals to celebrate the sacrament prior to Liturgy on Saturday afternoons, or any other time upon request at the office.
