What we know about food bank use in 2012 (based on "The sixth report card on Homelessness in Greater Moncton, 2013)  Food bank use continues to be at an all-time high in Greater Moncton and Canada as a whole.  Since 2008, food bank use has increased in NB by 24.8 %.  Food Banks Canada statistics for District 5* show:  

2,922 adults and 1,485 children, for a total of 4,407 used a food bank in March 2011

3,070 adults and 1,624 children, for a total of 4,964 used a food bank in March 2012, an increase of 6.5 % from the previous year.

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PARISHIONERS IN HOSPITAL

Parishioners in Moncton City Hospital are reminded that if they wish to receive a visit from the parish priest, it is necessary to specifically identify themselves as being members of St. Bernard’s parish when they are admitted to hospital.  The clergy visiting lists for priests & pastoral care visitors are printed out according to parish identification.  This means that if you haven’t identified yourself as belonging to our parish, the priest or pastoral care visitors will not be aware that you have been admitted to hospital and thus will not be able to visit.  Due to changes in the “Privacy Act”, PARISHIONERS IN HOSPITAL are reminded that if they wish a visit from a Priest, or to receive Holy Communion while in hospital, it is necessary to specifically identify themselves as being members of St. Bernard’s parish and to state that “they wish to request a visit from a priest or from a member of the Parish Pastoral Care team.”  Parishioners (family members) at the Georges Dumont Hospital are asked to contact the Parish Office if they wish to receive a visit from their parish priest or parish pastoral care visitor.  Unfortunately, at the Georges Dumont Hospital, we are unable to generate a clergy visiting list according to parish identification.  This means that if you or your family hasn’t contacted the Parish Office to inform us of your admittance to this hospital, we are unaware of your admittance and thus, will not be able to visit.
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
