2014 Appointments
Below are the nominations promulgated by Most Reverend Valéry Vienneau for the Archdiocese of Moncton effective July 1st, 2014:
Father Alban Thibodeau is returning to the Archdiocese after a monastic experience with the Benedictines at Saint-Benoît du Lac.  He is appointed priest moderator of the Sainte-Croix pastoral unit which include the parishes of St-Thomas (Memramcook), Notre-Dame-de- Lourdes (Lourdes) and Notre-Dame-de-L'Annonciation (Pré-d'en-Haut).

Father Doris LaPlante, C.Ss.R., is appointed priest moderator of the pastoral unit of Saint-Benoît which includes the parishes of St-François de Sales (Rogersville), Immaculée-Conception (Adadieville) and Notre-Dame-de-Fatima (Collette).  Father Laplante is a Redemptorist father who has already worked in the Archdiocese and has accepted to return to work with us.

Father Guy Legendre, priest moderator of Saint-Benoît pastoral unit, is appointed priest moderator of the Sainte Famille pastoral unit which includes the parishes of Saint-Pierre (Cocagne), Saint-Antoine (St-Antoine) and Notre-Dame-du-Sacré-Coeur (Notre-Dame).

The parish of Our Lady of Mercy (Pointe-du-Chêne) will become part of the English pastoral unit of Queen of All Saints which includes Saint Augustine (Moncton) and St. Lawrence O'Toole (Irishtown).  Father Allison Carroll, priest moderator of this pastoral unit and Father Laurence Quin-Morris, assistant priest, are appointed to the parish of Our Lady of Mercy.
Father Yvon Cormier, part-time assistant priest in the Jean Paul II pastoral unit which includes the Cathedral parish of Notre-Dame-de-l'Assomption, Christ-Roi and Notre-Dame-de-Grâce in Moncton, is retiring after 57 years of service in the Archdiocese of Moncton (including 4 years as a missionary in Argentina).  He will continue to offer his services as a replacing priest.
