Annual Report

,January 1 – December 31, 2014
Ladies it is a pleasure for me to summarize our activities for 2014.  We should be quite proud of our accomplishments as we continue to serve God and Country.   My report will provide a high-level summary of these accomplishments.

In 2014 our membership stood at 99 members.  During the year, we had 9 regular monthly meetings, our annual meeting and banquet, and 2 executive meetings.  Meetings are well attended by our members.   The Rosary is recited before our meetings.  We offer our prayers for vocations, the sick, deceased, bereaved, the troubled and those in crises. We keep our members informed of pending meetings and events with notices in the bulletin and through our phone committee. The hospitalized and home bound are visited, and we reach out to many members with Get Well cards, Sympathy Cards, Birthday Cards or simply Thinking of You cards as the situation dictates.

In April our newly elected executive was installed at the Mass celebrating our Lady of Good Counsel followed by our annual banquet at the Lions Hall in Sunny Brae.    Charlotte Coholan was presented with a certificate for her 65 years of service while a 60 year pin was given to Pauline Dalton & a 50 year pin was given to Frances Barnes.  Antonia Glavas & Carolyn O’Blenis received their 10 service pin. In June we were delighted to present the Belle Guerin award to Mary McInnis for her many years of exemplary service.  

At our May meeting we host a shower for Birthright.  Ladies bring in either baby gifts or make a cash donation.  At our Christmas party we bring in small gifts for the less fortunate or make donations of cash.  This goes towards filling the Christmas boxes with gifts for members of the families who receive one of our parish boxes.

Our council holds three fundraising events during the year, the Shamrock Card Party in March, our June auction and our Holly tea in November.  Funds raised from these events allow us to meet our financial commitments throughout the year for both church and community.  For both functions our ladies are fully committed.  Those who cannot attend the functions provide donations of gifts, food or money.  As a result of these donations, we incur only modest expenses in hosting these two events.  In addition to these events, we collect pennies from members for the Babies in Africa program and we ‘pass the purse’ for donations to Mass for Shut-Ins. 

Our fund raising events allow us to provide financial support to many individuals and organizations.  We continue to support our foster child through Child Care International, we provided a donation to Headstart for school supplies and we provided 2 bursaries to graduating high school students.  In addition donations were made to the Atlantic Wellness Centre, Esk-Omi missions, Birthright, The Prayer Garden, Development & Peace & to our parish building fund. We also met our financial commitments to Diocesan & Provincial. 

In December we helped prepare 62 boxes for the less fortunate of our parish.  Boxes included everything a family needs for Christmas dinner, we also provide gifts.  In addition, on a monthly basis we are often called upon to provide money for fuel, groceries, transportation, rent & prescription drugs.  

Our endeavors would not be successful without the support of those who help prepare the food and cater to the events we hold.  Our catering commitments go beyond the ones already stated in this report.  The team under the direction of Jessie Kinney work diligently to meet the needs of the parish. Two of the most demanding events are funeral receptions and circle of friends.  In 2014 Jessie and her team catered to 19 funeral receptions.  Every Thursday morning you will find  our ladies preparing for Circle of Friends following Mass.  

Our council was well represented at both the Diocesan and Provincial Conventions & the fall workshop which was held at Immaculate Conception Church in Rexton. Members attended the annual World Day of Prayer.  

Members continue to contribute to the vitality of our Church community by serving as Eucharistic Ministers, Lectors, Marriage Preparation facilitators, Pastoral Care, Greeters and the RCIA program.  Our ladies host the Circle of Friends group who meet on Thursday  mornings following Mass.
