Support for Life:  In the month of May, our thoughts go to mothers. We honour Mary, the mother of Jesus & mother to us all & we celebrate our mothers on Mother’s Day. For many women, the prospect of motherhood is met with great joy, for others it is a situation of distress and anguish. Therefore, it seems like an appropriate time to get acquainted with services that offer support to mothers, particularly those dealing with uncertainty.
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Birthright began in 1968 in Canada, when a housewife, Louise Summerhill addressed herself to the problems that face those in a distressed pregnancy who were increasingly offered abortion as the only solution. Her belief that supportive concern & care were often all that many women needed to bring their babies to term, which lead her to begin Birthright, & since then more than 450 centres have opened throughout the world. Their services are always free, absolutely confidential, & available to any woman regardless of age, race, religion, marital status, or financial situation. The essence of Birthright is love. Birthright is unique & committed to offering free, non-judgmental help to women facing unplanned pregnancies. Birthright offers love, hope & support to each woman, to help her make a realistic plan for her future & the future of her unborn child.  There is an office in Moncton.    New Brunswick Right to Life began in 1973. Their mission is to promote the sanctity of all human life from fertilization to natural death through public education. To advocate for the right to life of the preborn, the disabled, the infirm and the elderly who are all uniquely created by God.  These objectives show the range of their concerns & potential activity.  To proclaim, promote & actively witness respect for human life in every phase of its development & environment from the time of conception.  To assert & defend the right to life for the innocent from conception to natural death, to draw attention to the basic nature of the right to life on which all other human rights depend, to ensure that the right to life is adequately safeguarded in New Brunswick & in Canada, to prepare & submit to public or private groups, bodies, associations or authorities information pertaining to the above objects; educational presentations in schools, set up community informational displays, & support pro-life activity on college campuses. Works with various denominations in promoting the sanctity of all human life.  Several chapters hold annual Life Chain vigils for the unborn & participate in the March for Life at the Legislature.  The Association is affiliated with the national pro-life education group Life Canada.  Services they provide include adoption counseling, pregnancy counseling, post abortion counseling and support of the Women’s Care Centre in Fredericton.  There is a Moncton Chapter.
