In the gospels, Jesus teaches through example. His concern for those living in poverty, and the outcasts of society, reminded his followers and all those who would listen, of the responsibility to serve God by caring for those in need. Then as now, what is fair and just calls us to acts of charity, mercy and social action to improve causes of disparity. At St. Bernard’s our Social Justice ministry has seen parishioners volunteering their gift of time through visiting the sick and shut ins, feeding the hungry at the soup kitchens, gathering clothing for those in need, to name a few. However, Social Justice is not just the work of a committee, we are all called to respond to the needs of the downtrodden, the poor, the suffering, the vulnerable and misunderstood in society. Thank you for all you do and give.  These are some ways that the parish community has responded to the following needs this year.

Charity and Direct Service:  Times when charity is the necessary response to an immediate need. Such as: 

Feeding the hungry:  Donations of food and money to The Karing Kitchen, Food Depot Alimentaire and Blessings in a Backpack. Preparing and distributing food boxes at Christmas.

Providing financial assistance to the ReConnect Program of the YMCA in their work to support those who are homeless or at risk.  
Contributing to the work of the Guy and Sheila Gagne Foundation in their mission work near and far.

A donation to Moncton Community Chaplaincy assists in work with ex-offenders to remain offense free, and support families of those incarcerated.
Empowerment:  Services that help restore dignity to persons through assistance to better their lives. Such as:  Donations have been made to Crossroads for Women and The Greater Moncton Association for Community Living.

Advocacy:  We seek to change social structures that lead to suffering.

A donation to Moncton Headstart in support of creating opportunities for children and families to participate in programs to help them thrive and grow, build school readiness for children and access resources for ongoing family development.

Education:  The first step to social action is to become aware and informed.

The stigma of mental illness has created a shadow over individuals of all ages and can affect schooling, work and relationships. A donation to support services that promote and intervene in mental health service to children and youth has been made to the Atlantic Community Wellness Centre.
