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World Mission Sunday - October 18, 2015
Every Christian shares in the mission of the Church and that all should become more involved in today’s missionary work.  It is the responsibility of all believers to spread the Gospel.  Each Christian community must “pray that the Lord’s message may spread quickly, and be received with honour” (2 Thes 3.1).  Pastors should consider inviting members of the parish to fast and pray during this week for the missionary work of the people of God.  A growing understanding of the Church’s mission will also encourage responsible giving to the national collection for World Mission Sunday (from which collection some of our Canadian dioceses still benefit). 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 No More Stolen Sisters:  Throughout the country this month, people are working together to develop awareness, provide hope and healing for families, and to honour the memories of those missing and murdered women and girls of First Nations communities. Over 1200 Indigenous women and girls have been reported missing or murdered in the past 30 years. This is a homicide rate at least four times higher than that faced by all other women (Amnesty International). Many have vanished without a trace. As a just society, we need to have conversations, ask questions of government and the legal system, offer support, prayers and healing…because these Indigenous women are sisters, mothers, aunties, daughters, cousins, grandmothers, wives and partners. They have been cared for, they have been loved, they are missing and they are not forgotten. On Wednesday afternoon, October 14th, the bells of St. Bernard’s will ring to honour these women and the families keeping their memories alive so others will be safe. We pray for safe communities throughout our country where all feel valued and beloved, as we are in the eyes of God.

Federal Elections
Prior to a provincial election, it is good to remember our responsibility to vote according to our conscience. The Catholic Church teaches that exercising our right to vote in a democratic election is a privilege that carries with it a moral responsibility. As Catholic women and men, we have an obligation to inform ourselves on the issues and on the positions taken by those who are presenting themselves as candidates. This is especially true when a question of strong moral consequence becomes an issue in an election.  A carefully considered evaluation of the issues, the candidates and their stances on the issues should play an important part in exercising the privilege of voting.
