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Arrival of St. Brother André Bessette's Relics:  St. Brother André’s relics will be in the diocese from Oct. 21st - 28th.  All of our Christian faithful are invited to gather and venerate the relics of this Canadian saint. The reliquary contains a piece of his heart, contained in a glass vial resting on dark red fabric; golden medallions representing his profile on one side and Saint Joseph’s Oratory on the other; stones from Mount Royal. All of these are displayed on a piece of the same mahogany wood used to decorate the basilica.  On Tuesday, Oct. 27th Immaculate Heart of Mary Church will receive the reliquary at a Celebration of Welcome at 2 PM.  Following the celebration, there will be time for silent prayer and veneration.  Eucharist will be celebrated at 7 PM.  The visit of the reliquary is a time for prayerful and joyful celebration with others in our diocesan faith Community.
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A special invitation to an important celebration, on Wednesday, October 28, at 7 PM at the Our Lady of the Assumption  Cathedral,  in Moncton, to acknowledge the generous contributions of the religious congregations in the life of our diocese and parishes and in the fields of health, education and arts.
