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AIDS Moncton provides one-on-one support to people living with HIV/AIDS (PHAs). Support includes: referrals to community services; access to housing; credit counselling services; transportation; and accompaniment to appointments.

Subsidized housing:  AIDS Moncton facilitates access to subsidized housing units. PHAs have been able to access these units paying 30% of their income which leaves funds for other basic needs.

Fresh for Less:  AIDS Moncton provides PHAs access to fresh fruits and vegetables through Moncton Headstart’s Fresh for Less program. Each month, our volunteers pick up produce boxes and deliver them to the homes of PHAs. The boxes also contain information about living with HIV/AIDS; cooking and nutrition; and updates about upcoming activities. AIDS Moncton is able to provide this service through financial donations and grants.

Volunteers are important members of our organization. They provide support, leadership and advocacy.  AIDS Moncton greatly relies on our volunteers. Many of our events, projects and services wouldn’t be possible without them. We strive to ensure that our volunteers are paired with tasks that both benefit the agency as well as provide a fulfilling experience for those who are giving us their time and expertise. While we value our volunteers and appreciate everyone who would like to volunteer with AIDS Moncton, we do work with at-risk and vulnerable persons, and so ask that ALL volunteers go through our volunteer application process. This process is not meant to deter anyone, it’s to protect the people we serve, the agency as well as all our volunteers.

Senior Support Services

Tier 1: Social Inclusion: This program matches compassionate volunteers with socially or geographically isolated and vulnerable adults living in New Brunswick. Volunteers phone clients regularly to provide social interaction and support and promote community engagement. 

Tier 2: Wellness Checks: This program provides an added level of support and security for adults throughout the province who may be of increased vulnerability due to isolation, illness, or lacking immediate social support networks. Coordinators from the Canadian Red Cross’ 24-hour bilingual Client Service Centre phone to conduct a wellness check and ensure the client is remaining safe in their home. This program provides peace of mind to the client, their family and caregivers.
