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Frequently asked questions
As Christians, should we be asking to sponsor a Christian family from Syria?  
When the application is being made, groups may request a specific size of family, as well as religious affiliation. We need to be aware that the more specific the requests are, the longer it may take to process the application and receive a family. The majority of refugees being forced to flee Syria are Muslims. Many sponsoring groups of these families, while not sharing the same faith tradition are able to provide support to the families as they re-settle into Canada. In this city, the Moncton Mosque has been very helpful in providing information and direction for sponsors.
