On the first day of the week, the Lord's Day, God assembles the beloved people to hear the Word, to reflect upon it, to offer the living sacrifice of praise, and to eat and drink the banquet of the Lord.  Then God sends them forth to proclaim this love by their words and actions. 

Sunday is the original Christian Feast Day, following the tradition handed down from apostolic times, for this was the day of the Lord's resurrection.  Today's Christian communities continue this tradition by celebrating every Sunday as the day of the risen Lord.

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Prayer for Christian Unity - January 18 - 25

The Week of Prayer for Christian Unity is celebrated around the world on January 18 - 25, which are also the dates recommended by the Canadian Conference of Catholic Bishops.  However, there has also been a long-standing practice by a number of communities to celebrate the Week of Prayer on optional dates, in order to include two Sundays which in 2017 would be January 15 & 22.

This universal week of prayer encourages Christians of all denominations to meet, to participate in various liturgical and other community activities, and to pray together that all may be one, as Christ desires.

The importance of unity among Christians and the responsibility of the people of each parish to work for this unity should be emphasized throughout the week.  All members of the parish should seek to have a deeper understanding of ecumenism.
