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Countdown to Lent

Ash Wednesday is approaching!  Lent begins on March 1st.  Lent is a time of repentance, change of heart, and prayer.  Ashes that are used to mark the beginning of Lent come from the branches that were blessed and distributed the previous Palm Sunday of the Passion of the Lord.
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REMINDER TO BRING IN LAST YEAR’S PALM

Baskets will be placed in the church entrances to receive your palm.  It would be helpful if your palm was cut in small lengths, as that saves much time for those who will be burning the palms.
The NB government has set up a disaster relief program to help people recover financially from losses caused by the ice storm last week - January 24 & 25, 2017. 

The government will not pay for things that can be claimed through insurance. Food loss is considered an insurable loss and people should turn to their insurance providers to cover the cost of food lost because the power was off.  People in the Province whose property has suffered damage as a result of the ice storm are requested by the Dept. of Justice and Public Safety's Emergency Measures Organization to report the damage to Service NB.
